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As we welcome warmer temperatures and sunny summer days, please take safety
precautions to fight the West Nile Virus.

Remember the 3 R's:

Reduce--drain all standing water and areas where mosquitoes breed. Avoid exposure to mosquitoes that carry
the virus.

Repel--wear long-sleeve shirts and long pants when going outdoors, especially, during mosquito peak times of
dusk and dawn. Place netting over playpens and strollers of children. Apply insect repellant with DEET
ingredients as directed by product manufacturers.

Report--potential mosquito breeding sites.
