SERVICES PROVIDED: Urgent need, and limited home repairs. A number of communities in Oakland
County have established housing commissions to assist in meeting the housing needs of residents and
newcomers. A major responsibility of a housing commission is to administer public housing units
(federally subsidized) within the community for families and elderly persons of low income. The housing
commission is responsible for overseeing the proper upkeep-maintenance of the public housing units and
also deals with resolving complaints of tenants. A public housing commission office may also provide
information and assistance in helping persons to locate suitable housing within the community. Available
to assist persons who are planning to either rent or purchase a home, rent an apartment, have complaints
about rental property, are facing HUD foreclosure, need help in locating legal assistance, have Fair
Housing problems, or are interested in a home equity mortgage (seniors).
