Since it was first established in 1966, Oakland County Parks (OCP) has played an important role in the lives of 
Oakland County residents. Many have cherished memories of taking family camping trips, walking the trails, 
attending nature programming, enjoying golf outings or spending hot summer days at a waterpark. The parks 
system started with 200 acres. Today, it boasts more than 7,000 acres and 100 miles of trails across 17 locations 
and hosts nearly 2 million visitors from across 62 communities each year. OCP provides a huge variety of 
recreation, leisure and learning opportunities at two nature centers, three dog parks, five golf courses,  
a waterpark, an ORV park and the Oakland County Farmers Market.
